13-Table no. (6) shows that there were 3679 rescue incidents undertaken by the rescue teams
and other authorities in the first half of the year 2025, i.e. an increase of 20% on the first half
of the year 2024.
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14- As regard rescue operations in governorates it shall be noted in table no. (9) that most
operations occurred in Al-Ahmadi Governorate in comparison to other governorates
